MINISTER: On the night in which Jesus was handed over to suffering and death, 
He took bread; and when He had given thanks, He broke it, and gave it to His 
disciples, and said, “Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for 
the remembrance of me.” After supper He took the cup of wine; and when He had 
given thanks, He gave it to them, and said, “Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood 
of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for all for the forgiveness of sins. 
Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me.” Therefore, according to 
His command, O Father, 
ALL: We remember His death, We proclaim His resurrection, We await His 
coming in glory.
