After supper He took the cup of wine; and when He had given thanks, He gave it to them, and said, “Drink
this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for all for the forgiveness
of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me.”

Therefore, according to His command, O Father,
ALL: We remember His death, We proclaim His resurrection, We await His coming in glory.

And now, as our Savior Christ has taught us, we are bold to pray:

Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name; thy kingdom come; thy will be done, on earth as it is in
heaven.

For thine is the kingdom, and the power,
and the glory forever. Amen.
